— You search in meta-data (library cards) and
retrieve the documents

 Now (search engines):.

— You search the documents (full-text etc) and
retrieve the meta-data (http link, etc)
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Documents with little meta-data

 Recording of a meeting, phone conversations
e CCTV camera output

* Photos of rail tracks, oll pipelines
